1. 	 INTRODUCTION

Companies, Business Trusts, Unit Trusts and Debenture Holders) (Amendment No. 2) Order 2020 (the “Order”) 
which was gazetted on 13 April 2020, and which sets out the alternative arrangements in respect of, inter alia, 
general meetings of business trusts (“Alternative Arrangements”); 

(c)	 the joint statement by the Accounting and Corporate Regulatory Authority, Monetary Authority of Singapore 
and Singapore Exchange Regulation of 13 April 2020 (and subsequently updated on 27 April 2020,  
22 June 2020 and 1 October 2020) which provides guidance on the conduct of general meetings amid the 
evolving COVID-19 situation during the period from 27 March 2020 to 30 June 2021; 

(d)	 the extension of the Order announced by the Ministry of Law (“MinLaw”) on 6 April 2021 which allows entities to 
conduct general meetings via electronic means, beyond 30 June 2021 and will continue in force until revoked 
or amended by MinLaw (the “Extended Order”). 

2. 	 DATE OF ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING FOR NLNBNT AND SINGAPORE NBN TRUST (“TM SHARES TRUST”)

The Board is pleased to announce that pursuant to the Extended Order, the annual general meetings for NLNBNT  
and TM Shares Trust will be convened and held by way of electronic means, on Monday, 19 July 2021 at 2.00 p.m.  
and 3.00 p.m. (Singapore time) respectively (collectively known as the “AGMs”).

Our Board Chairman, Mr Chaly Mah Chee Kheong, and our CEO, Mr Tong Yew Heng, will conduct the proceedings 
of the AGMs.

Unitholders will not be able to attend the AGMs in person. Instead, alternative arrangements have been put  
in place to allow Unitholders to participate at the AGMs.

5. 	 ALTERNATIVE ARRANGEMENTS
